DIRECT CATEGORICAL SUPPORT SERVICES (K-12) 
 

• Teachers on Special Assignment (TOSAs) provide guidance in (1) the planning process, (2) the review process, and (3) in writing 
the needs assessment. They meet with the Leadership Team, staff, and School Site Council to assist in analysis of the school 
program and exploration of possible solution procedures. 

• Counselor on Special Assignment (COSA) provides guidance for counselors, supplemental counselors, and administrators 
regarding placement, A-G and graduation requirements. 

• TOSAs assist each school with staff development. This assistance may include helping determine what sessions are needed, 
finding resources to provide in-services, and/or conducting in-service sessions such as co-planning and co-teaching.  Staff 
development may be scheduled after school, as a release day at the local school, or at the district office with other schools. 

• The Assessment and Registration Center (ARC) assists principals and individual teachers in providing assessments, translation, 
personnel, materials, and staff development to meet the needs of English Learners. 

• The Speech and Language pathologist screens students referred by the teacher and/or Student Study Team.  The pathologist 
consults with the teacher regarding the speech and language needs of students. 

• Following Student Study Team meetings and referral for assessment, a school psychologist coordinates assessment for students 
and makes appropriate recommendations to an IEP team. 

• Students who qualify for special education may receive instruction and/or designated services following the recommendation of an 
IEP team. 

• Gifted students are identified through district screening and testing and given the opportunity to participate in special day classes, 
which provide for acceleration in the curriculum and extended learning experiences at selected school sites.  Students with 
exceptional talent in art and music are identified through auditions and portfolio evaluations for participation in after-school art and 
music classes to challenge and expand talents.  Opportunities are provided for students to participate in local festivals, competitions, 
and community performances. 

• The Boys & Girls Clubs of Garden Grove provides after school programs(ASES and ASSETs) through a partnership with the district. 
• Supplemental Counselors in grades 7 through 12 provide support for students who are credit deficient, at risk of not graduating, 

and/or at risk of not passing the CAHSEE.
