ELEMENTARY GATE PROGRAM

The elementary academic GATE program, which began in the Garden Grove Unified School Distict in 1961, is a well-articulated program focusing on differentiation of the core curriculum to provide the opportunity for each child to reach his or her highest potential.

Elementary GATE students attend a special day class at one of the four sites in the district. Transportation is provided, and the GATE school is based on home address and is assigned as listed below. Each of the GATE classes receive instruction on the state standards in district adopted text books, with the added inquiry based text Junior Great Books, used to augment discussion strategies and critical thinking. Trained GATE teachers who understand the special learning needs of gifted children differentiate the core curriculum.
